The Escapardenne consists of two “Leading Quality 
Trails - Best of Europe” with a total length of 159 km. 
The smaller Lee Trail, from Ettelbruck to Kautenbach, 
crosses narrow paths along countless shale formations 
(rock ridges), through untouched forests and the 
peaceful river valleys of the Sûre and Wiltz. In 
Kautenbach the Lee Trail joins its “big brother”  
the cross-border Eislek Trail.

Constantly running alongside the railway line 
between Luxembourg and Troisvierges, the Lee 
Trail is a hiking trail for all sporty hikers in search of 
pristine nature away from trodden paths.

Numerous local hiking trails

These walks have been arranged by the 
local Tourist Offices throughout the region. 
Regional and local topographic maps with 
scales of 1:20.000 and 1:50.000 can be 
purchased in all the tourist offices and  
in some municipalities.
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The Éislek is characterized by its hilly landscapes and its 
extensive deciduous forests. The main hills are crossed 
by picturesque valleys, such as the valleys of the Blees, 
Clerve, Our, Sûre and Wiltz. The rocks are mainly 
composed of shale. 

For over 300 years, the Louhecken (oak-coppice) 
have been the typical slope forest of the region. At the 
beginning of the 18th century, these were planted and 
afterwards supplied the numerous tanneries along the 
riverbanks in the north of the country, especially on the 
Clerve and the Wiltz. 

The region’s two nature parks, namely the Nature Park 
of the Upper Sûre and the Nature Park Our, actively 
contribute to the preservation of the natural and cultural 
heritage as well as to the support of a wide range of 
regional initiatives.

The Nature Park Our is located in the northern border 
triangle of Belgium, Germany and Luxembourg. 
Covering an area of 420 m2, 8 municipalities have joined 
forces to balance nature conservation and the region’s 
economic development. The border region along the 
river Our is an ideal travel and excursion destination for 
hikers as well as for nature and culture lovers. Within a 
limited territory, the Nature Park offers an impressive 
variety of landscapes.

The Upper Sûre reservoir provides drinking water  
and is also used for recreational purposes. In order to 
protect the water from contamination two protection  
zones with an area of 44 km2 have been established:

- in the protection zone I, which extends from the dam  
to the village Lultzhausen, water sports and swimming  
are forbidden.

- In the protection zone II, (from Lultzhausen to Pont 
Misère) the use of motordriven watercraft is prohibited, 
whereas water sports such as swimming, diving or sailing  
are allowed.

BAVIGNE

CHURCH OF ST. MARTIN
The church of St. Martin, built in 1744, is 
characterised by its Baroque high altar. The 
church, the cemetery with slate crosses and 
the Häeregaart (garden of the rectory) are 
among the main attractions of the village.

CLERVAUX

ABBEY OF ST. MAURICE
High up in the forest above the town of 
Clervaux, the Benedictine Abbey of St. 
Maurice was built between 1909 and 1910 
in the neo-Roman style. 7 times a day the 
monks, under the direction of the abbot, 
attend the choral prayer. The Crypt houses 
a very interesting photographic exhibition 
about the life and work of the Benedictines.

LORETTO CHAPEL
The Loretto chapel was built in 1762 in the 
Rococo style.

PARISH CHURCH
The parish church built from 1910 to 
1911 in the Rhenish-Romanesque style is 
remarkable for its dome above the altar, 
which is covered by mosaic. 

DIEKIRCH

OLD CHURCH OF ST. LAURENCE
In the old quarter you will discover the jewel 
of the town, the old Church of St. Laurence. 
This originally Romanesque church was 
erected on the remains of an important 
Roman villa. 

ESCH-SUR-SÛRE

LOCHKAPELL
The Lochkapell, classified as a national 
monument, was probably already a place  
of workship in Celtic times. 

HEIDERSCHEIDERGRUND

OCTAGONAL CHAPEL
The only octagonal chapel in the country 
is to be found in Heiderscheidergrund. 
Because of its shape, it is often called the 
inkwell.

HELZER KLAUS
The hermit chapel in Hachiville and its 
source, which is said to have magical 
powers, are a well-known place of 
pilgrimage. The chapel contains a replica  
of the famous wooden altar, whose original 
is kept in the village church. 

KAUNDORF

CHAPEL & SOURCE OF ST. PIRMIN
In the middle of the forest near Kaundorf 
lies the picturesque little chapel to which the 
locals make a pilgrimage on Whit Monday. 
St. Pirmin is said to have blessed the source 
in the 8th century, and still nowadays it is 
believed to have magical powers.

LONGSDORF

ST. MARC CHAPEL & HERMITAGE
The 15th-century St. Mark’s chapel and the 
attached hermitage are listed buildings. 
The hermitage of 1627 was completely 
restored and converted into a group 
accommodation. 

MUNSHAUSEN

PARISH CURCH
The church of Munshausen, which dates 
back to the 13th century, is dedicated to  
St. Hubert. Several lords of Clervaux rest  
in the adjacent chapel. 

TROISVIERGES

FRANCISCAN CHURCH
The church, dating back to 1658, houses 
one of the oldest organs in the country 
and is a historically valuable architectural 
monument. It contains Baroque furniture, 
paintings from the Rubens School and the 
statues of the Three Virgins, which gave the 
town its name.

VIANDEN

BILDCHEN CHAPEL
The “Veianer Bildchen” is a chapel and 
a pilgrimage site dedicated to the Virgin 
Mary in Vianden. “Bildchen” refers to the 
statue of the Mother of God in the chapel.

TRINITARIAN CHURCH
The Trinitarian church with its two naves 
and beautiful Gothic arches was built in 
1248.

CHURCH ST. NICHOLAS 
The St. Nicholas church is located in the 
lower town and was built around the late  
13th century.

DECANAL CHURCH
The architecture of the Decanal Church 
dates back to the Middle Ages. The oldest 
part of the church, the tower, contains the 
burial chambers of the Counts of Wiltz.

SANCTUARY OF OUR LADY  
OF FATIMA
Pilgrimage site in Wiltz. During the Battle 
of the Bulge 1944-1945, 10 women and men 
made the promise to establish a procession 
in honor of the Virgin, should they survive 
the war unscathed. In 1951, a few years after 
the liberation of Wiltz, the monument was 
erected.
